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1. General Provisions

1.1. This procedure for the selection of service providers for attracting and accompanying
foreign citizens (with the exception of the EAEU countries) for training (hereinafter referred
to as the procedure) at the NJSC «S.D. Asfendiyarov Kazakh National Medical University»
(hereinafter referred to as the University) determines the procedure for selecting (hereinafter
referred to as the selection) of service providers for attracting and accompanying foreign
citizens to study at the University (hereinafter referred to as the contractor) and concluding
contracts for attracting such foreign citizens for training.

1.2. The procedure was developed in order to ensure openness, transparency and
impartiality, eliminate the causes and conditions of possible corruption in the activities of
the University during the selection process.

2. Announcement of the selection of performers

2.1. The number of foreign citizens (with the exception of the EAEU countries) subject to
admission to study at the University (hereinafter referred to as foreign students) in the
corresponding academic year is determined in accordance with the plan of admission to
study under educational programs of higher education at the University, approved by the
decision of the University Board.

2.2 The selection of providers of services to attract and support foreign citizens is carried
out as necessary, if the providers who have previously successfully passed the selection
process, meeting the requirements of paragraph 3.1. of this Procedure and properly provide
services to attract and support foreign citizens, did not meet the plan of admission to study
under educational programs of higher education at the University, approved by the decision
of the Board of the University for the relevant year. In this case, the executors make a
guarantee fee, which is 10 (ten) percent of the total cost of education for 1 year for all
attracted foreign students, the maximum number of which can not exceed the plan of
admission to training on educational programs of higher education at the University,
approved by the decision of the Board of the University for the relevant year. Prior to the
start of receipt of applications for participation in the selection or admission of performers,
who have previously successfully passed the selection, to attract and accompany foreign
citizens, the responsible structural unit of the University - International Faculty initiates the
relevant procedures before the Chairman of the Board-Rector.

2.3. By order of the Chairman of the Board-Rector of the University, a selection is
announced and the composition of the commission for consideration of applications for
participation in the selection (hereinafter referred to as the commission) is approved. The
corresponding announcement is published on the official resource of the University in the
state, Russian and English languages at least 10 calendar days before the date of the
selection.

2.4. The commission includes employees of the DAW, DL, DEaP, ACCs, DDaSS,
DLPCDaS, CB and other employees of the University, representatives of external
organizations may also be included. The number of members of the commission must be
odd and be at least 5 people.
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2.4.1. The chairman of the commission is elected from among its members. The secretary of
the commission is determined from the composition of the commission.

3. Criteria for potential executors

3.1. Potential performers are subject to the following qualification requirements:

1) the presence of state registration in the Republic of Kazakhstan as a legal entity, a
registered branch or representative office of a foreign company in the Republic of
Kazakhstan;

2) availability of own or long-term leased residential premises for the accommodation of
the declared number of foreign students, with the provision of the commission with
conclusions from the emergency situations and sanitary and epidemiological services (the
commission has the right to travel for inspection).;

3) have labor resources sufficient to fulfill contractual obligations.

* The sufficiency of labor resources is the existence of an employment relationship with
a potential contractor with at least one employee in the city of Almaty of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and at least one employee in each of the declared countries;

4) be financially stable and not have overdue tax debts for previous years of activity;

*A potential contractor confirms financial stability by submitting a statement from the
bank on cash flows for one year preceding the year of selection with confirmation of the
presence of a cash balance in the account in the amount of the full tuition fee for at least 50
(fifty) attracted foreign students.

5) pays the guarantee fee, which is 10 (ten) percent of the total cost of education for 1 year
for all foreign students involved, but not less than 50 (fifty) foreign students involved for 1
year;

6) the absence of unfulfilled obligations under previously concluded agreements

4. The procedure for the provision of documents and the requirement for the
submitted documents.

4.1. The potential executor, before the deadline for submitting the application specified in
the announcement, submits to the University an application on paper and electronic media
to the office of the University ( info@kaznmu.kz , room 107 Rectorate building, 94,Tole bi
str.,Almaty) in the form in accordance with Appendix 1 to this Procedure.

4.2. A potential performer in confirmation of his compliance with the qualification
requirements established by clause 3.1. of this procedure, submits an application with the
following package of documents:

1) a certificate of state registration of a legal entity in the Republic of Kazakhstan or a
certificate of a registered branch or representative office in the Republic of Kazakhstan;

2) title documents for the premises sufficient to accommodate the declared number of
students (technical passport, sale and purchase agreement, etc.) or a lease agreement,
including an agreement of intent (if the contractor is not the owner of the premises)
certificate of compliance with fire safety and Sanitary and epidemiological conclusion for
the premises;

3) an extract from the bank on cash flows for one year preceding the year of the selection,

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to confirm financial stability;

4) copies of orders and employment contracts with employees;

5) certificate of absence of tax debt;

6) a copy of the payment document on depositing a guarantee fee to the bank account of the
University in the amount provided for in clause 6.1. present procedure.

4.3. In the case of drawing up an application and attached documents in a foreign language,
a notarized translation of all documents into the state or Russian language is attached.

4.4. The potential executor, in case of successful selection, assumes the obligations
stipulated by the Agreement for the provision of services for attracting and accompanying
foreign students, in accordance with Appendix 2 to this procedure.

5. Grounds for recognizing a potential contractor as not meeting the qualification
requirements

5.1. A potential performer is recognized as not meeting the qualification requirements for
one of the following reasons:

1) failure to provide a complete package of documents;

2) establishing the fact of providing false information on qualification requirements;

3) if the head (founder) of a potential contractor applying for participation in the competition
Is associated with the management, establishment, participation in the authorized capital of
legal entities that have or had previously overdue more than three months debt to the
University or failed to fulfill contractual obligations under previously concluded
agreements;

4) non-payment of a guarantee fee for participation in the selection (lack of actual receipt of
funds to the settlement account of the University), or payment of an incomplete amount of
the guarantee fee;

5) if the declared number of attracted foreign students to study at the University is:

- less than 50 people;

6) if the potential Contractor is an affiliate of another potential Contractor participating in
the selection.

* affiliated persons are persons specified in Article 12-1 of the Law of the Republic of
Kazakhstan «On Limited and Additional Liability Partnerships»,

7) if the potential Contractor has not concluded an additional agreement / agreement to
reduce the amount of remuneration for attracting students under the previously concluded
agreement(s) with the University for the provision of services for attracting and
accompanying foreign students.

6. Procedure for payment of the guarantee fee and its return

6.1. In order to ensure the fulfillment of obligations, the potential performer makes a
guarantee payment, which is 10 (ten) percent of the total cost of training for 1 year for all
attracted foreign students, but not less than 50 (fifty) attracted foreign students for 1 year.
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6.2. The amount of the guarantee fee is credited towards the payment for students after
successful selection and conclusion of an agreement with the contractor for the provision
of services for attracting foreign students (hereinafter referred to as the agreement).

6.3. The guarantee fee is not returned to the potential contractor who has successfully passed
the selection, in case of his refusal to conclude the contract.

6.3.1. The guarantee fee is not returned to the potential contractor, in case of failure to
provide a full package of documents and /or providing documents that do not comply with
the Rules for admitting foreign citizens to study under educational programs of higher
education on a fee basis in the NAO «Kazakh National Medical University named after S.D.
Asfendiyarov», for each declared incoming foreign citizen. The guarantee fee may be
refunded in the event of a merger of potential performers (conclusion of a joint activity
agreement, consortium, etc.) in order to attract foreign citizens to study at least the minimum
amount required to conclude a contract for the provision of services for attracting and
accompanying foreign students, according to paragraph 8.1. of this Procedure.

6.4. A potential performer who has not passed the selection, the guarantee fee is returned
within five working days from the date of receipt of a written request for the return of the
guarantee fee.

6.4.1. For a potential contractor, the guarantee fee is returned in case of failure to pass an
interview at the examination committee and selection, for each declared incoming foreign
citizen within five working days from the date of receipt of a written request for the return
of the guarantee fee.

6.5. The potential executor bears all costs associated with his participation in the selection.
The University is not liable to reimburse these expenses, regardless of the selection results.

7. The order of consideration of applications for participation in the selection

7.1. The chairman of the commission prepares an order on the meetings of the commission
for consideration of applications for participation in the selection. The secretary of the
commission distributes relevant materials to the members of the commission.

7.2. The secretary of the commission organizes meetings with the obligatory keeping of
minutes of the meeting.

7.3. The Commission considers applications within 5 (five) working days.

7.3.1. The quorum of a commission meeting shall be at least two-thirds of the number of
members of the commission.

7.3.2. Decisions of the commission are made by open voting, by a majority vote of the total
number of commission members participating in the meetings, and are drawn up in a
protocol signed by all members of the commission and its secretary. In case of equality of
votes, the chairman of the commission has the right to a casting vote.
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7.4. The results of considering the applications of potential executors are posted on the
University website within 3 (three) working days after signing the protocol of the
commission meeting.

7.5. Potential performers who have successfully passed the selection are sent a notification
to the email address specified in their application.

7.6. Potential performers who have successfully passed the selection in the corresponding
year are allowed to increase the number of attracted foreign students within the Admission
Plan for higher and postgraduate education programs at the S.D. Asfendiyarov Kazakh
National Medical University for the corresponding year, taking into account the
requirements of subparagraph 5) paragraph 3.1., subparagraph 2), 6) paragraph 4.2. and
paragraph 6.1. of this Procedure.

7.7. If potential performers declare the number of attracted foreign students exceeding the
admission plan for the current year, the potential performer(s) who successfully passed the
selection are recognized as the participant(s) of the selection, whose application for
participation was received earlier than the applications for participation in the selection of
other potential performers.

8. Agreement between the University and the executor

8.1. With the potential performer, successfully passed the selection, a contract for the
provision of services to attract and accompany foreign students, according to Annex 2 to
this Order, subject to the successful passage of entrance examinations to the University at
least 50 (fifty) attracted foreign learners is concluded.

8.2. The contract is concluded with the contractor within ten working days from the
moment of summing up the selection results..

8.3. In case of early termination of the concluded agreement with the executor, foreign
students have the right to continue their studies at the University without performing
services or apply to the University with a request to help in the selection of another
performer who has successfully passed the selection.

9. Final provisions

9.1. The decision to enroll foreign students in the University is made by the admission
committee of the University in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and internal documents of the University.

9.2. The number of foreign students enrolled at the University is determined by the decision
of the admission committee of the University.

9.3. If the number of foreign students enrolled at the University changes and for other
reasons, the results of the selection may be canceled in whole or in part at any stage of its
implementation.

9.4. The University has the right to provide the contractor with an additional payment for
accompanying students in subsequent years in the amount of up to 5 (five) percent of the
amount of payment for the corresponding year of study for students attracted in the previous
year, provided that at least 100 (one hundred) foreign students successfully complete their
studies in the current year.

4.6. Termination (termination) of this
Agreement does not deprive any of the
Parties of the rights and does not release
them from the need to fulfill
obligations, except for the obligations
provided for in paragraphs 2.2.7. and
2.2.7-1. of this agreement that arose
during the validity period of this
agreement or intended in accordance
with its terms to be preserved or
fulfilled after the termination of this
agreement, and also does not release the
Parties from responsibility for non-
fulfillment and/or improper fulfillment
of any of these obligations.

4.7. Unilateral cancellation of the
Agreement is allowed at the initiative of
the University in cases of violation by
the Contractor of any terms of present
Agreement, including, but not limited
to: continuation of more than 1 month of
force majeure circumstances preventing
the execution of the Agreement; in case
of refusal of the Contractor to conclude
an agreement on changing the terms of
present Agreement.

At the same time, the University has no
obligations to the Contractor to
compensate for losses that may arise in
connection  with  the  unilateral
withdrawal from the Agreement. The
University notifies the Contractor of the
unilateral cancellation of the Agreement
10 (ten) calendar days before the date of
its termination.

5. FORCE MAJEURE
5.1. The Parties are completely
exempt from liability for failure to
fulfill or improper fulfillment of their
obligations under this Agreement, if the
reason for this was the occurrence of
force majeure circumstances.

5.2. In the event that any of the
Parties prevent, impede or delay the
fulfillment of obligations under the

5.3. Force majeure means any
extraordinary and unavoidable under
the given conditions events that are not
under the control of the Party and which
the Party could not foresee or prevent by
any reasonable means, including, but
not limited to such circumstances as:
natural  disasters  (fires, floods,
earthquakes and others), wars (declared
and undeclared), uprisings, strikes, civil
wars or riots, acts of terrorism,
enactment of regulatory legal acts of a
prohibitive or restrictive nature, and
other similar circumstances.

5.4. The party for which it became
impossible to fulfill (properly fulfill)
obligations under the contract due to
force majeure circumstances is obliged
as soon as possible, but no later than 5
(five) working days from the date of the
occurrence of these events, in writing
(to the e-mail address of the University
and through postal service by registered
mail) notify the other Party about it.
The notification must contain a
description of the force majeure
circumstances, the date of their
occurrence, the expected date of their
end, confirmation of the force majeure
circumstances, as well as justification
for the existence of a causal relationship
between the force majeure
circumstances the unfulfilled
obligation.

3.4. Under the present Contract the fee of
study includes cost of fee 0o study mandatory
types of disciplines (the minimum number of
credits), provided a working curriculum
specialty.

Recording (registration) the Student to study
additional subjects (additional credits), and re-
examine previously covered subjects in order to
eliminate the academic debt is at an additional
fee, an amount determined in accordance with
rates set by the University at the time of
registration, unless otherwise determined Acts of
the University.

3.5. The customer pays 100% tuition fees at
the University according to the corresponding
program for each student involved at the beginning
of the corresponding academic year before the start
of classes.

3.6. The Learner (or his representative) has
the right to independently make a payment of
tuition fees, without making any changes to the
Agreement, with the mutual agreement and
further settlement of financial and other
relationships between Learner and Customer,
without the involvement and financial
requirements to the University.

Contract, in the
case of the long duration of force majeure;

In the event of a prolonged duration of force
majeure circumstances (more than two months),
either Party may cancel the agreement
unilaterally out of court, without compensation to
the other Party of any losses and costs associated
with termination of the Contract. This Contract
shall be deemed terminated upon the expiration
of 7 (seven) working days from the date of receipt
of the initiating Party notice of termination of the
Contract.

5. DISPUTE RESOLUTION

5.1. Differences and disputes that arise during the
implementation of present Contract shall be
settled directly by the Parties to develop mutually
acceptable solutions. Issues not resolved by the
Parties in the agreed order shall be resolved in
accordance with the laws of the Republic of
Kazakhstan.

6.2. If the Student is expelled for non-payment of
the fee cost, if the debt is liquidated, the Student
can be resume the studies within four weeks since
the expulsion date for the same course under the
conditions provided herein. In this case the
present Contract is found to be dissolved and
retains its validity, including in respect of the
conditions for payment of the fee cost.

6.3. If other is not stipulated by the Contract or
the acts of the University at the Customer
expulsion on the grounds stipulated in the
subparagraphs 4) — 9) of paragraph 4.2. of the
Contract, the money paid by the student for study,
are not refunds.

Upon termination of this Agreement on the
grounds provided for in sub-paragraphs 1) - 3) of
clause 4.2. of the Agreement, as well as in
connection with the enrollment of the Student to
study under the state educational order, the
University undertakes to refund to the Customer
/ the Student the amount of the advance payment
made by him for tuition, minus the cost of tuition
for the current academic period. The refund is
made on the basis of a written application of the
Student indicating the reason for the refund and
bank details..

I1f the Contract is terminated under any reasons, if
the Student is not expulsion from the university
and continued his studies on a fee basis under the
new Contract to provide the educational services,
the amount paid by the Student is not refund and
goes to the payment of the fee of study in the next
periods.

6.4. In the case of absenteeism (training,
workshops, certification activities) for legitimate
reasons, including while in outpatient or inpatient
treatment, the Student must, in the shortest
possible time, but not later than one calendar
month from the date of the first absenteeism,
