	Steps
	Performance Criteria

	1
	Start examination and treat hands
	Greet the parents and the child.
Wash your hands, dry them with a disposable towel. Treat your hands with an antiseptic. Put on disposable gloves.

	2
	Collection of complaints and anamnesis
	Determine the reason for the visit: ask the main complaint.
Check for any dangerous symptoms (difficulty breathing, high fever, seizures, feeding problems).

	Condition assessment:

	3
	General condition assessment
	Pay attention to the level of consciousness (lethargy, drowsiness, irritability).
Check to see if the child appears seriously ill or depressed.

	4
	Checking for signs of danger
	· Inability to drink or breastfeed.
· Constant vomiting.
· History of seizures or current seizures.
· Difficulty breathing or cyanosis.

	5
	Breathing assessment
	Count your breathing rate for 1 minute.
Check for chest indrawing and wheezing.

	6
	Temperature assessment
	Measure your body temperature.
Check for rash, petechiae, or other skin manifestations.

	7
	Examination for infections
	Examine the ears (swelling, purulent discharge).
Check your throat and tonsils (redness, plaque).

	8
	Assessing the signs of dehydration
	· Check skin turgor.
· Specify the number of urinations.
· Pay attention to the dryness of the mucous membranes.

	9
	Checking the power supply
	Ask parents about the feeding pattern.
Check for changes in weight or appetite.

	10
	Checking for anemia
	Examine the mucous membranes and conjunctiva for pallor.
Check your nails and skin for signs of anemia.

	11
	Examination of the skin
	Look for rashes, sores, or other skin changes.
Check the condition of the newborn's umbilical cord.

	12
	Measurement of anthropometric data
	· Weigh the baby.
· Measure height and head circumference (for children under 2 years old).
· Please rate age appropriateness.

	13
	Assessment of psychomotor development
	Check for age-appropriate motor and cognitive skills. Ask about your child's reactions to others.

	14
	Assessment of other organs and systems
	Hearing assessment
· Check the response to sounds (for babies).
· Check with your parents if you suspect hearing loss.
Examination of the abdomen
· Palpate for pain or enlargement of organs.
· Check for bloating or signs of a hernia.
Examination of the genitals and anus
· Check for abnormalities or inflammation.
· Make sure there is no diaper rash.
Checking the musculoskeletal system
· Assess the symmetry of movements and reflexes.
· Check your joints for swelling or limited movement.   

	Classification of the condition

	15
	Distribution by categories
	Classify according to the algorithms of the IVBDV
· No danger signs: prescribe outpatient treatment.
· Serious illness: referral to hospital.

	Prescribing treatment

	16
	Drug therapy
	· Antibiotics in the presence of a bacterial infection (dosage and frequency).
· Antipyretics at temperatures >38.5°C (dosage and frequency).
· Vitamins (for example, vitamin A for measles).
· ORS if there are signs of dehydration
· Bronchodilators for signs of obstruction (dosage and strength)

	
	Physiotherapy and support
	Recommendations for child care, hygiene and drinking regimen.

	
	Dynamic observation/Parent training
	Recommendations to visit a doctor in 2-3 days to assess the condition. Explain when to seek emergency care. Feeding regimen, exclusion of heavy foods, provision of a drinking regimen.

	Completion of the reception

	Vaccination data analysis
	Check your vaccination schedule.
Determine if urgent vaccination is needed.

	18
	Documentation
	Fill out your child's medical record, including symptoms, diagnosis, and prescriptions.

	19
	Re-visit/Opening a sick leave/Certificates
	Please indicate the date of your next visit.
If necessary, open a sick leave certificate for a parent or a certificate for a child

	20
	Final interaction
	Answer your parents' questions, encourage them, and make sure everything is clear.
Say goodbye to parent and child


The sequence of steps in an integrated approach to managing a sick child:
· Assessment of general signs of danger (GSD);
· Assessment of the main symptom (cough and difficulty breathing; diarrhea; fever; throat and ear infections; malnutrition and presence of anemia);
· Assessment of vaccination status;
· Assessment of child feeding;
· Classification according to identified symptoms;
· Determination of treatment (tactics);
· Treatment of the child (not only to give a prescription, but to teach the mother how to carry out the treatment);
· Counseling the mother (how to feed, how to water, when to return immediately if the condition worsens);
· Provide follow-up care until recovery, and provide a warning sheet to the local doctor.
