"Primary surgical treatment of wounds in children"

	Steps
	Algorithm of action

	1.
	Prepare the necessary tools
	Prepare the necessary tools: sterile gloves; tweezers; sterile gauze balls, sterile wipes, dez.solutions: 70% ethyl alcohol, 3% hydrogen peroxide, 5% iodine solution, antibacterial ointment Levomekol, bandage and tray for used tools.

	2.
	Hygienic hand treatment. 

Preparing the hands for the procedure
	wash hands according to order No. 151 and treated them with antiseptic. He put on sterile gloves. Technique of putting on sterile gloves: 

• take gloves in a sterile package, unwrap the package; 

• take the glove for the right hand by the lapel so that the fingers do not touch the inner surface of the glove; 

• close the fingers of your right hand and insert them into the glove; 

• put on the glove without breaking its lapel, opening the fingers of the right hand; 

• take the glove for the left hand with the second, third and fourth fingers of the right hand (in a glove) by the lapel so that the fingers do not touch the inner surface of the glove; 

• close the fingers of the left hand and insert them into the glove;

straighten the lapels on the left, then on the right glove.

	3.
	Обработка кожи вокруг раны
	Treat the skin around the wound with 70% alcohol or 5% alcohol solution of iodine, in extreme cases - 3% peroxide solution with sterile gauze balls, changing them after each movement. Move the tampon from the least polluted area to the most polluted and from the center to the outside.

	4.
	Removal of impurities from the wound
	With tweezers  remove foreign bodies (glass fragments, fabrics, grass, etc.)

	5
	Wound washing
	Rinse the wound with a 3% solution of hydrogen peroxide and dry it with a sterile ball or napkin.

	6
	Apply an antibacterial ointment
	Apply antibacterial ointment ("Levomekol", "Levomycetin", etc.) to the wound using a spatula or a napkin moistened with a medicinal product.

	7
	Applying a sterile napkin
	Apply a sterile gauze cloth. He covered the wound with sterile wipes using tweezers for at least three layers.

	8
	Fixing the napkin by bandaging
	 Apply a bandage. The technique of applying the bandage: 

• Position yourself facing the patient so that you can see from the expression on his face whether the bandage is causing pain. 

• Place the bandaged part of the body in the position in which it will be after bandaging. 

• Bandaging start with the first two fixing rounds of the bandage. 

• Bandaging should be done from the bottom up, while unfolding the head of the bandage with one hand, and holding the bandage with the other and straightening the movements of the bandage. 

• Turn the bandage in one direction, and each turn of the bandage should overlap the previous one by half or two thirds of its width.

	Fixing the bandage
	Fix the bandage. Fix the end of the bandage on the healthy side or in a place where the knot will not bother the patient. Or fix it with a Band-Aid.

	Disposal of used material
	Put all the used tools and materials in the tray. The student must place all used tools and materials in the tray each time.
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
